NUTRIENT MANAGEMENT

Problem definition: Lower productivity and profitability in tomato cultivation due to lack of application of micronutrients 

Technology Assessed: Micro nutrient management in tomato 
KVK, Dausa conducted on-farm trial to find out the effect of foliar spray of micronutrients to enhance the tomato productivity.  The assessed practice of micro nutrients mixture (Zn-5.0%, Fe-4.0%, Mn-2.5%, Cu-0.8%, B-1.5%, Mo-0.1%, Mg-2.0%, S-2.8%) was found to be better with 14.31 % increase in yield.
